We are affiliated to Netball New Zealand and therefore must adhere to their rules and regulations, as well as the following Pukekohe Netball Centre By-Laws.

THESE BY-LAWS MUST BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO AT ALL TIMES.

· Executive Committee denotes the President; and/or the Games Convenor and one other Executive Member

ADMINISTRATION.

1. The Executive Committee or any member thereof holds the right to enforce any or all of these By-Laws.  Any team not obeying these 
By-Laws will be defaulted whether they win or lose.

2. Interpretation of regulations not provided for in the By-Laws and any question as to the interpretation, shall be decided by the Executive Committee.

3. FEES 
Fees are non refundable, however they may be transferable within club/School.

Registration of new players, throughout the playing season, can be done during the week at the centre office, 9am to 1pm.

     All outstanding monies must be paid (2) weeks prior to finals.

      TEAMS AND PLAYERS

One team can only register twelve (12) players at any one time.

Boys playing netball; Only one boy per team is permitted on the court at any one time. Boys must be 12 years or under by 1 January of that playing year. Any boy who registers to play netball must produce a birth certificate as proof of age.

     NNZ Regulations dated March 2005 1.6.3 (e)
A player may play and be registered as a player in two Regions if and only if, in one of the Regions she is playing for a school, and in the other Region she is playing for a club. However, if this applies and the player wishes to be eligible as a representative player for a Netball Centre or Regional Entity, the Netball Centre and Regional Entity in which she is playing for a club shall take precedence, and the player must nominate the Netball Centre in which she is playing for a club as her primary Netball Centre on the registration form.
6. In the playing of a game, there must be on Court, 5 registered players of that team at all times. 

7. Application for registering any Unregistered Player/s must be done and accompanied by a non-refundable fee of $5.00 per game and before the commencement of play.  Unregistered Players, can only play twice before they must be registered (2 games in total). Before the third game commences players must affiliate with a Club/School and pay registration fees to the Centre.
No team can field more than two (2) unregistered players in one game
9.
There will be no new registering, transferring or the playing of unregistered player/s after 1pm on Friday 5th of August 2011. 

10. Any team who requires a registered player to play up from within their club, in semi-finals / championship finals, must provide written documentation, Doctors certificate for injured player, to the Centre at least 24 Hours prior to the game to seek Special Permission from three (3) Executive Members before that team can play.  If these requirements are not met, then that team is automatically disqualified.

11. Once graded, a player cannot play for any other Club, within the Pukekohe Netball Centre, doing so automatically disqualifies the team in which she plays.

12. Players must be at least Seven (7) years of age by the 1st May of that playing year.  Copies of Birth Certificates or school verification must be produced for all Future Fern Players.  Future Ferns (Kiwi) Grade to be restricted to 9 years and under as at the 1st May of that playing year.
Dispensation for younger players may be granted for smaller rural schools, but only after Executive Committee approval.

13. Team Sheets are to be collected, filled in and handed back to the Control Room, 5 minutes before commencement of game.  All players, including substitutes must sign the Team Sheet in pen and unregistered players must be noted, before taking the court. All score cards must be returned to the control room immediately after the game has finished. Failure to do so will be the loss of 1 point. 
14. A player, who plays in a higher grade more than two (2) games, remains in the higher grade. A player may not play in a grade lower than her registered grade.

Any player who wishes to play in two (2) games on the one Saturday must obtain written permission from two of the Executive Members.

This applies also when more than one team from the same Club/School plays in the same grade.

Once a playing up form has been completed the player is deemed to have taken the court.
14b.
Grade Senior A and Senior B;
No more than three (3) players under twenty three years old may register per team.

A maximum of two (2) under twenty three years old may be on the court at any one time.
15. When a Club/School has two (2) teams in the same grade, players registered in the highest seeded team cannot play for the lower seeded team.  The lower seeded team may have a player play up twice – if they play a third time they must remain in the highest seeded team.

16. A player must not change to a lower grade during the season without previous permission in writing and approved by the Executive Committee.

17. Once teams are graded, previous or unregistered players when returning to the game must not play more than two grades lower than previously played.
18.
REPRESENTATIVE PLAYERS NETBALL COUNTIES MANUKAU AND PUKEKOHE
When teams have players obligated to play representative games as well as Club games, the ruling shall be; 

- If a Team has one representative player – the team plays.

- If a Team has two or more representative players, the team can apply for a deferred game.
18a.
A Club/School may nominate registered players for Netball Counties Manukau and Pukekohe whom they feel are worthy of consideration for Representative selection.  Nomination forms are available upstairs, and must be handed to the Representative Convenor with relevant qualifications by a date to be determined by the Executive.  If a trialist for Netball Counties Manukau is unsuccessful she must make herself available for the Pukekohe Netball Representative selection. 
18b.     
Players trialling for representative teams must be registered to the Centre.

19.
UNIFORMS
              Each Club shall upon affiliation, register the COLOURS and UNIFORM to be worn by its teams, which then shall be approved by the Executive and thereafter shall not be worn by any other Club. 

Clubs, who have been in recess for more than five (5) years, automatically lose their colours.
Initials of playing positions worn front and back above the waist shall be 150mm high for all players.

All Sponsorship for any Team/Clubs on playing uniform in the Pukekohe Netball Centre is to be forwarded to the Executive for their approval.

Only one (1) Sponsors Name/Logo can appear on the Playing Uniform.

48mm square – (NNZ Rules).

20. A Manufacturer’s Name/Logo as well as Sponsors can appear but must be less than 16 centimetres.  No Individual Player Sponsorship.

A Jersey/Sweatshirt may be registered as part of the playing Uniform.

TRACKSUITS/BIKE PANTS may not be worn during the games or with playing skirts or at any other time.  Skirts must be of reasonable and uniform length.  Excessively short or long skirts will not be acceptable to the Executive Committee.
FUTURE FERNS AND JUNIORS may in extreme weather conditions wear leggings, tights or suitable warm clothing under their netball playing uniform.  Black or Navy colour only.
21. Fingernails must be short.  Fingernails covered with sticking plaster etc. are NOT permitted.  Metal badges, watches, jewellery, sleepers, earrings, body piercing jewellery or studs of any sort.  No jewellery to be worn or anything likely to cause injury to a player.
If a wedding ring is worn, it must be taped.

22. Medic-Alert Bracelets may be worn, but must be taped, or a sweatband worn over it.  Asthma Inhalers must be held by the teams nominated Primary Care Giver on the sideline.

23. The Netball Complex is SMOKEFREE TO EVERYBODY.

24. No new Club is able to be formed without the permission of the Executive Committee.  These Clubs must comprise of two (2) teams, with Club personnel and players names.  Primary Schools in isolated areas may be exempt from this By-Law.

25.
  PLAYING OF GAMES

One minute from the start of the game is allowed before a team is ruled to have defaulted. 

26.
DEFAULTS
Any team defaulting must give notice before 12 noon on Friday prior to the Saturday game of play.  Future Ferns defaulting must be received by Thursday noon.  Teams will pay a penalty of $50.00. This must be paid by the following Saturday.  Notification must be made to the Centre office.  If these requirements are not met, the loss of 3 (three) competition points will be enforced.
27.
Deferred games will not be allowed apart from clause 18; Representative players
28.
A protest in writing must be lodged IMMEDIATELY after the game or postmarked within forty-eight (48) hours of an incident and will be dealt with by the Protest Committee.   
All protests must be accompanied by a fee of $50.00, which will be refunded if the protest is upheld.  The Protest Committee consists of President; or in her absence one (1) of the Executive, Games Convenor and Umpires Delegate.

29. Before commencement of game the Captain should ensure that her team goes on the court correctly dressed in registered uniform.  Captains shall toss a coin for choice of goal or centre pass and notify the Umpire of the result.

30.
SUBSTITUTION 
There shall be no limit to the number of substitutions that can be made by a team, provided that these are made from the players named for the match.

Team Officials are no longer required to notify the Umpires/Scorers and the Opposing Team Officials of any substitutions or team changes.

Sufficient time shall be allowed for the opposing team to make substitutions and/or changes in playing positions if desired.
31.
     UMPIRES

All teams in Premier, Senior and 1st and 2nd grades will nominate on their umpire registration forms, designated umpires (minimum of 2) who hold a minimum centre practical pass i.e. junior badge, or is in training for a junior badge in the 2011 season. These umpires will be available each week to be allocated to a game. The allocated umpires will sign in each week at the control room/office. 
Umpires who fail to arrive for their umpire duty will result in their team losing 3 competition points and a fine of $50. This is to be paid by the following Saturday prior to the team taking the court. 
Failure to comply will result in the team not being permitted to play.
All team Umpires will provide their own whistles. (Can be purchased upstairs).

All teams must have a nominated primary caregiver.

Arm bands must be purchased – no coaching during injury time, only person to attend to the injured player to be wearing an identified fluoro arm band.
31a.    
All junior grades including Future Ferns will umpire their own games. 

Failure to supply an umpire will result in loss of 3 competition points.

Up to 30 umpires from B, C, 1st and 2nd grades may be allocated at random, for junior games. All other junior games will be umpired by their team umpires.

32.
Rule 20 of the International Rules of Netball
Warning, Suspension and ordering off:

The Umpire may, in addition to any penalty awarded:
32a. 
A warning may be given to a player and/or team Official whose comments and/or behaviour are considered inappropriate in any way.
32b. 
In extreme circumstances, stop the game and require the exclusion from the area of any team Official and/or spectator whose inappropriate comments and/or behaviour continues after warning.

33. GENERAL

All Clubs and School Teams are to apply to the Centre in writing, well in advance for permission to travel to other Centres and Overseas.

34. Raffle Tickets may be sold or Stalls held at the courts only with the permission of the Executive.  All bookings must be made through the Office Administrator.
35. ALL DOGS are banned from the Court Area, Roller Skates, Roller Blades, Bicycles and Skateboards and Scooters are also banned.

36. Only soft-soled shoes are to be worn on court area by players and spectators.

37. EMERGENCY COMMITTEE: Shall comprise of no less than four (4) Officers of the Executive.
