Format for 2012
General discussion was had on the 2011 format.
A suggestion was made of having allocated umpires for semi-finals as well as finals.
Idea: Swap umpires within grade (Juniors) to make allocation easier

Semi-finals created an exciting atmosphere leading into finals. 
Concern was voiced regarding senior graded teams playing teams with very young members. Age difference and physicality were mentioned. 
Response: It is a club decision which grade they enter their teams into. Clubs are encouraged to trial their talented younger members for their Premier teams. 
Snr A and B grades were created to cater for more mature players wishing to continue playing netball.
A club member felt that round one in the 2011 format was like another grading round with a couple of teams throwing games to stay in the easier grade

Options discussed: 
· The team that wins the first round comes back to play a semi final for the finals

· Another idea is to keep your points from the first round

· No promotion regulation

· Top 3 in a grade rather that a top 4. If the promoted team is 5th or 6th at the end of the championship round they will then return to the lower grade as 1st rank. If that promoted team is in the top four at the end of the championship round they will play semi-finals in that grade. 
· Possibility of throwing games in any format. 
· Option to cut out two rounds and only have one round where teams play each other twice and carry points on. No promotion regulation
A show of hands indicated the majority of clubs appreciated/supported the 2011 format therefore no change is necessary and we will continue with the same format for the 2012 season.
